6. Indoor social gatherings 
Gathering with unvaccinated friends and family who do not live with you 
is still discouraged by the CDC, especially if you’re indoors. Because 
COVID-19 is spread through tiny droplets in the air, simply being in 
close contact with a contagious person could increase your risk of 
infection, even if they don’t show symptoms. Ideally, gatherings should 
be held outdoors or in a well-ventilated space, according to the CDC. 
Spacing tables and chairs six feet apart, planning social-distancing-
friendly activities, wearing face masks, and washing hands 
frequently can further help to protect guests from infection. 

And, of course, if you are feeling sick or have been exposed to COVID-
19 in the past 14 days, it’s best to skip social gatherings altogether. 
That’s true regardless of your vaccination status since breakthrough 
infections can occur among people who are fully vaccinated. The 
bottom line? “Any place that is crowded where people are not wearing 
masks is still a hot spot,” Dr. Horovitz says. And that includes your 
home. “Physical distancing, mask-wearing, and frequent handwashing 
need to become part of our culture for the near future,” Dr. Lushniak 
adds. Find out more about the everyday habits that could (and should) 
change in a post-coronavirus world.
