They can reduce the length and severity of flu symptoms by increasing the activity of natural killer cells. 
 
Ginger targets viruses found in the common cold and flu. Also suppress coughing and contains anti-inflammatory gingerols 
that can fight infection. It is also useful to calm the stomach and reduce nausea. 
 
Citrus fruits such as grapefruits, oranges, lemons / limes, and kiwis are filled to the brim with flu fighting vitamin C. This 
vitamin help shorten symptoms, boosting both blood circulation and immunity.
