Heart Health Awareness Month  Part 2:     Submitted by: Beatrice Ramsey 

 

 
In our first lesson, we discussed the function of the heart. One of the most needed organ for maintaining life. The arteries 
transport oxygenated blood with nutrients throughout the entire body, for activities of daily living.  Veins carries 
deoxygenated blood ( cellular waste product ) back to the heart and into the lungs for replenishing into clean oxygen. 
This cycle is continuously repeated. 
 
When your heart can’t pump blood liked it should, the rest of your body struggles to keep up. The term ‘heart failure’ 
describes a heart that’s not functioning properly. It does not mean the heart has stopped working, but instead it isn’t 
working as well as it should. There are several diseases that comes under heart failure, emphasizing the area and how 
the heart is effected. All diseases are different with one main focus – must receive treatments.    
 
Coronary Artery Disease ( CAD) : 
Coronary artery disease is the most common type of heart disease in the United State. It is sometimes called ischemic 
heart disease because how it affects the heart. CAD is caused by plaque buildup in the wall of the arteries that supply 
blood to the heart. Plaque is made up of cholesterol deposits, coming from the food we eat. Over a period of time, the 
walls of the arteries become narrow, resulting in decrease blood supply, to heart and other parts of the body.  This 
process is called atherosclerosis. In some people, the first sign of CAD is a heart attack. Symptoms include: chest pains 
( angina ) radiating to the jaws, left should and left arm. Weakness – light headiness, nausea or a cold sweat. Another 
symptom is difficult breathing. Risk factors for having CAD includes ; physical inactivity, unhealthy eating, overweight 
and smoking tobacco.
