“COVID-19 symptoms and the Omicron variant: What the 

latest studies show” (Pt. 7)

"Seemingly subtle change in viral biology may have significant 
real-world effects on the nature of the disease that results from 
infection," says the University of Glasgow's Brian Willett.  

Willett recently authored a study, which has not yet been peer-
reviewed, of how Omicron infects the body's cells. 

Delta was "fine-tuned" for infecting cells by fusion, Willett said, a 
mechanism by which the virus can fuse with the cell membrane. 
Omicron seems to prefer endocytosis, a process by which the 
virus is able to enter the cell to infect it. Each pathway requires 
different molecules that show up in different amounts depending 
on the cell. 

"If the cells in the upper respiratory tract favor infection by 
endocytosis, then this is where Omicron will grow preferentially. 
In contrast, Delta may spread deeper into the lungs as it is able 
to infect the cells in this environment more efficiently," said 
Willett.
