Observation Question: How did Paul respond to these 

attacks from the brethren, and what can we learn from his 

response? 
 

Paul said, “Let him who preaches another gospel be 

condemned—eternally condemned!” Listen to what he says 

in Galatians 5:12: “As for those agitators, I wish they would go 

the whole way and emasculate themselves!” 

Paul said he wished that those who preached circumcision 

would just completely emasculate themselves. When it came to 

the gospel, protecting the church, and honoring God, Paul was 

like a lion.  

However, when it came to personal offense, Paul was like a 

lamb. He said this to the Philippians: “But what does it matter?” 

(v. 18). “What does it matter? Who cares if they mock me—

make up lies about me? Who cares if they mock my 

appearance and talk bad about my sermons?  

All that matters is that Christ is preached”—that was his 

primary concern because that concern would affect eternity. 

How do you respond when people criticize you—when people 

treat you wrong, possibly out of envy and a desire to see you 

fail? How do you respond? Are you quick to fight and get 

angry? Or are you like Paul—willing to overlook the wrong? Are 

you like Christ—willing to turn the other cheek and at times 

even practice silence?
