Observation Question: How did Paul respond to these
attacks from the brethren, and what can we learn from his
response?

All that matters is that Christ is preached’—that was his
primary concern because that concern would affect eternity.

How do you respond when people criticize you—when people
treat you wrong, possibly out of envy and a desire to see you
fail? How do you respond? Are you quick to fight and get
angry? Or are you like Paul—willing to overlook the wrong? Are
you like Christ—willing to turn the other cheek and at times
even practice silence?

I'll be honest as a pastor who also suffers criticism—sometimes
just, others unjust, or simply unwise. It is a great place to
practice sanctification. | commonly think of Paul and Christ, and
| take comfort. | practice biting my tongue even when | feel my
rights have been violated. “What does it really matter? As long
as the gospel is being preached, what does it matter?” A
mature witness should expect attack and also respond in a
godly manner.
