4, Don’t share a towel with anyone in your household who is sick. -
Get your own and make sure it is washed regularly with hot water. Dry
towels in the sun or a hot dryer cycle. When anyone in your home has an
infectious disease, don't risk spreading it with a contaminated towel.
Everyone in the family should have their own and get it washed
frequently.

5. Don’t shake hands, kiss or hug people. - This is the time for fist- or
elbow bumps. Or smile from an arm'’s distance.

6. Don’t touch your face. - It's hard not to. Most people do it without
thinking several times each hour. But germs you pick up from touching a
contaminated surface may begin reproducing as soon as they contact
moist areas of our eyes, nose and mouth.

7. Avoid crowds. - If you must go out where plenty of people are
present, whenever possible keep a cough’s distance away from them —
about a meter (or yard). Someone near to you may be infected and show
no symptoms.
