“Update on COVID and the Delta Variant” (Part 1)

‘If you're not vaccinated ...’

It's time for updates on the state of the pandemic. The brief version:
The situation continues to look reassuring for anybody who is
vaccinated — but has become more worrisome for anybody who is
not, largely because of the Delta variant.

Here are three more detailed points:
1. Cases are no longer falling

The news about Covid-19 has been mostly positive in the U.S. over
recent months. The vaccines continue to work well against every
variant, and the number of Americans who have gotten a shot
continues to rise.

But the U.S. still faces two problems. First, the pace of vaccinations
has slowed, and a substantial share of Americans — close to one
third — remains hesitant about getting a shot. These unvaccinated
Americans will remain vulnerable to Covid outbreaks and to serious
symptoms, or even death.

Second, the Delta variant — which appears to be both more
contagious and more severe than earlier versions of the virus — is
spreading rapidly within the U.S., after having first been identified in
India.
