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HealthCare Ministry (Part 4) 
“COVID-19: Aerosols Versus Respiratory Droplets Explained”

Shelly Miller urges individuals to also be cognizant of other factors: 

“not spending too much time in a space where you share the air with 

many others that may be asymptomatic and infected, wearing a mask 

indoors, observing whether there are windows open,  

 or there seems to be enough ventilation (not hot or stuffy), ensuring 

occupancy is low and everyone is social distancing indoors.” 

 

Milton agrees, “Masks and keeping physical distance are the first lines 

of defense,” he says.  “The farther away someone is, the less likely 

that their exhaled breath will get into your breathing zone and be 

inhaled.  For more protection against aerosols from people farther 

away, ventilation is important to remove infectious particles in the air.  

Ventilation prevents these particles/droplets from building up to 

dangerous levels indoors.” 

 

Diseases like tuberculosis, chicken pox and measles have been 

deemed transmissible through aerosols.  Japan had been operating for 

months on the assumption that tiny, aerosolized particles in crowded 

settings were fueling the spread of the coronavirus.  Back in February, 

Japan adopted a strategy to fight airborne transmission of COVID-19 

by telling residents to avoid “the three Cs”- cramped spaces, crowded 

areas and close conversation. 

The CDC's guidance also explains that the closer and longer a 
person with COVID-19 is with others, the higher the risk of 
spreading the virus to those people.
