Grieving Stages – Part 3     Submitted by: Beatrice Ramsey 
 

In the past three lessons, we have discussed the first three stages of the grieving process:   denial, 

anger and bargaining. Today we will continue with more information on the grieving process.  

 

DEPRESSION: in this stage, people begin to realize and feel the true extent of the death. Sadness 

a symptom that automatically takes first place, in a person’s mental behavior. Other symptoms 

include – trouble sleeping, poor appetite, weakness from lack of energy and crying spells. Also, you 

may feel lonely with social isolation. But what is really scary, suicidal thoughts. Complicated grief 

refers to experiencing symptoms of grief continuously for more than a year. This can affect your 

mental and physical health, interfere   with relationship and daily responsibilities, these reactions 

are very serious.  

 

ACCEPTANCE: gradually most people find that the pain of ‘loss’ eases away, and it is possible to 

accept what has happened. You may never ‘get over’ the death of someone that was precious to 

you. But you are able to acknowledge your emotions while still moving forward. Grief survivors 

redirect their emotional energy from suffering to new activities that brings them pleasure.
