The human body removes waste products
through a combination of organs and
processes including the kidney’s filtering fluids
causing urine production. The  lungs exhale
carbon dioxide, the skin sweats and the large
intestine eliminates  solid waste.The kidneys
and urinary system help the body to eliminate
liquid waste called  urea. When all foods and
liquids are broken down for nutrients, the
unwanted  nutrients are liquidated (urea). It is
carried in the bloodstream to the kidneys,
where it is removed along with excess water
from the body, in the form of urine.  

To survive, cells need a constant supply of
energy, nutrients and oxygen along with the
ability to remove waste products.
