Oh What A Fellowship (OWAF)



Norovirus, sometimes called the stomach flu. It
is a very contagious virus, that cause nausea,
vomiting and diarrhea. Norovirus is a common
illness, spreading   easily   through   close
contact, from contaminated food and infected
surfaces. GOOD TO KNOW: If you have this
virus, inflammation of the stomach and
intestines with pain occurs. The body’s immune
system helps fight off the virus by releasing
billions of tiny viral particles when you vomit or
have diarrhea. The main way of getting this
illness, is by eating foods the infected person
has touched or drinking from a closed container
that was opened by an infected person.

After you come in contact with norovirus, it can
take 12 to 48 hours before you start showing
symptoms. Such as, dehydration–from vomiting,
diarrhea, dark colored urine and dry mouth. Also
decreased food   intake causing weakness,
dizziness and headaches. Anyone can get this
illness, but the good news is this illness runs its
course in a few days. After your symptoms stop,
you’re still contagious for approximately 48
hours. Although you have this illness, you must
eat small amounts slowly, drink sips of liquids
high in electrolytes to maintain functional
ability.
