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Suicidal Thoughts

Suicide is intentionally causing your own death.
Suicidal thoughts is when you spend time thinking
about dying. These thoughts can range from a
general wish to die, without a concert plan to a
detailed plan for suicide. Suicidal thoughts
increase harmful behavior, such as reckless driving,
increase use of drugs and alcohol abuse to a point
where you will make a plan to take your own life.
Every mention of suicide should be taken seriously.
One study reported 4.3% of the adult population in
the United States, had experienced suicidal
thoughts. Same study reported 18% of children
under 18 yrs of age had experienced suicidal
thoughts.
